Auto updates

Here's how to setup your debian to update automatically

Install

apt-get install -y unattended-upgrades apt-listchanges mailutils postfix

Config

vi /etc/apt/apt.conf.d/50unattended-upgrades

// Automatically upgrade packages from these (origin:archive) pairs
//
// Note that in Ubuntu security updates may pull in new dependencies
// from non-security sources (e.g. chromium). By allowing the release
// pocket these get automatically pulled in.
Unattended-Upgrade::Allowed-Origins {
        "${distro_id}:${distro_codename}";
        "${distro_id}:${distro_codename}-security";
        // Extended Security Maintenance; doesn't necessarily exist for

Automate:

dpkg-reconfigure -plow unattended-upgrades

Mails:

dpkg-reconfigure postfix
systemctl reload postfix

Test:

unattended-upgrade -d
